A DANI Project is created after the DANI Finance
Committee approves a family’s case for assistance
with unmet needs. The case will include a detailed
description of the need, the resources already re-
ceived and available, and a long-term plan for recov-
ery. The case will also detail the needed resources,
including materials, labor, and other items.

Once a DANI project has been created, the DANI

Director will identify a Nehemiah Partner church or
service organization to come along side of the pro-
ject family. If additional labor is needed, an outside

volunteer group will also be assigned.
